Meeting at Nk’'Mip Desert Cultural Centre

Discover BC's Newest Aboriginal Cultural Tourism Experience and the
fascinating stories of Canada’s only desert and the people that inhabit it. The
spectacular Nk.Mip (pronounced in-ka-meep) Desert Cultural Centre opened in
June, 2006 and is the Okanagan’s newest family tourism destination.

The state-of-the-art interpretive centre - an architectural marvel sensitively
constructed into a hillside - offers visitors the opportunity to share in the rich living
culture of the Okanagan people. It is the first of several new Aboriginal cultural
tourism experiences planned to open in British Columbia leading up to the 2010
Olympic Winter Games.

The centre is situated between agricultural vineyards and Canada’s only desert,
providing clues to the distinctive nature of the native people’s relationship with
their land. The use of local building materials, including rammed earth walls and
a green roof, make it a natural extension of the surrounding environment; distant
views of lake and mountains complete the scene.

The 20,000-square-foot exhibit centre blends indoor and outdoor galleries with
interactive stations and hands-on displays that allow guests to witness live

camera feedings of nesting bats, take a peek into a rattlesnake “hotel”, dig for
artifacts, or settle into a tule mat teepee for storytelling and interpretive shows.

Visitors can step inside the Pit house Theatre for a multi-media performance
recreating life in a traditional winter home. The Chaptik Legend Theatre features
the debut film, “Coyote Spirit”, and the Inkameep Day School gallery showcases
the renowned and insightful works by Nk’Mip children created at the reservation
school in the 1930s and 40s. The centre’s gift shop and gallery offers unique
works by First Nations artists and artisans.

Complementing these attractions is a network of self-guided walking trails
through 50 acres of the Great Basin Desert. Visitors can relax and enjoy the
spectacular views of Osoyoos Lake and the surrounding hills from the Chief’s
Lookout, or explore a reconstructed, traditional Okanagan village complete with
two pit houses, a tule mat teepee and a sweathouse. Back on the trails, visitors
will encounter the rare variety of plants and animals indigenous to the region -
one of the most endangered ecosystems in the country.




Most notable among the extraordinary range of native wildlife is the Western
Rattlesnake. Signs scattered liberally around the property alert visitors to their
presence. But while endemic to the region, the species is at risk. To help protect
them, the centre, in partnership with the Canadian Wildlife Service, launched the
Rattlesnake Research Project. Visitors are welcome to take part in the award-
winning program and can even observe as researchers capture, measure and
tag the snakes with tiny microchips so that they can be studied - and better
Protected - in their natural environment. Those with an especially soft spot for the
creatures can join the Adopt-a-Rattlesnake Program, where their contributions
will help buy and maintain research equipment.

Nk'Mip Chaptik Theatre Meeting Room:

Equipped to accommodate groups of up to 80 people, the spacious Theatre
Centre is a great fit for Annual General Meetings, Board Retreats, lecture style
forums; or a movie presentation or play. This space is complete with state-of-
the-art speaker surround sound, stage, and movie size picture screen and much
more.

Nk’Mip Indoor Gallery Meeting Room:

Can accommodate up to 50 people comfortably for a wine & cheese, sit down
dinner laid out with the finest stoneware or a simple reception to mingle with

Planning a Visit?
Osoyoos & the South Okanagan Valley: How to reach us

NKk’Mip Desert Cultural Centre is located in Osoyoos, BC at 1000 Rancher Creek
Road. It s nestled in the Southern Okanagan Valley, on the sunny shores of
Lake Osoyoos and steps from Okanagan golf courses and vineyards, Nk’Mip
Desert Cultural Centre is located in rolling desert hills with pristine lake views.
Getting there is part of the experience; Nk’'Mip Desert Cultural Centre is situated
within a day’s drive from Vancouver and Calgary and a short distance from
Kelowna, Penticton, Oliver and the United States border. From the north, travel
the “wine route”, a vineyard, orchard and fruit stand lined highway with fresh
Okanagan peaches, apples, cherries and pears. From the west, travel through
the Northern Cascade Mountain, passing emerald lakes and snow capped
peaks. Below is a contact list with suggested transportation options.

Air Travel

Penticton Regional Airport (YYF). Located at 3000 Airport Road on the south
side of Penticton, is approximately 45 minutes away from Nk’Mip Desert Cultural
Centre. Air Canada Jazz is currently the only commercial carrier operating out of
Penticton Regional Airport.

Kelowna International Airport (YLW) is located at 5533 Airport Way n the north
side of Kelowna, about 2 hours north of Nk’Mip Desert Cultural Centre. Itis
served by the following airlines: Air Canada Jazz, West Jet, Horizon Air, Central
Mountain Air, Harmony Airways, and Regional 1.

Oliver Regional Airport is available for private transfers only.

Land Travel

From Vancouver

Nk’'Mip Desert Cultural Centre | approximately 4 hour drive from Vancouver by
car. Take Highway 1 East (the Trans Canada) to Hope, and then follow Highway
3 East to Osoyoos. Once in Osoyoos, Highway 3 turns into Main Street.
Continue along Main Street over the bridge then turn left on 45" street and follow
the signs to the Centre.

From Calgary

NKk’Mip Desert Cultural Centre is approximately by car 8 hours from Calgary, 2
hours from Kelowna, 45 minutes from Penticton and area. From Calgary take
Highway #1 West (the Trans Canada Hwy.) to Sicamous, then follow Highway
97A South passing through Vernon, Kelowna and Penticton and continue south
on Highway 97 until you reach Osoyoos. As Osoyoos, turn left (east) onto
Highway 3, which is also Main Street Osoyoos. Continue along Main Street over
the bridge then turn left on 45" Street and follow with signs to Nk’'Mip Desert
Cultural Centre.

From Kelowna, Penticton and Area

Drive south on Highway 97 until you reach Osoyoos. As Osoyoos, turn left (east)
onto Highway 3, which is also Main Street Osoyoos. Continue along Main Street
over the bridge then turn left on 45" Street and follow with signs to Nk’Mip Desert
Cultural Centre.

From the USA

NK’Mip Desert Cultural Centre

NKk’'Mip (pronounced in-ka-meep) Desert Cultural Centre is the perfect place to
experience aboriginal culture and an excellent facility for a business lunch or
dinner — and a real gem to look for. There is no place else where you will have a
meal that makes you feel so warm. Or go to have a chat with colleagues and a
plate of delectable food in a relaxing atmosphere.

Nk’'Mip Desert Cultural Centre is located in the South Okanagan Valley in
Osoyoos, BC, just 4 hours from Vancouver and 2 hours from Kelowna. The
Centre is situated between agricultural vineyards and Canada’s only desert,
which opened in June 2006 as the Okanagan’s newest family tourism
destination. If you are looking for food, service, price and ambience, for your
special event or business meeting, let us take all the worrying away from you, so
you may spend time with your special guests, business colleagues for your
workshop or business affairs.

Origin of “Food”

Food is an expression of culture. All cultures share the love of food, whether it is
a collection of the family’s favourite recipes, their memorable meals, or the rituals
around collecting and preparing food. This common bond between people is a
good place to start to learn about each other’s culture. Bannock, for instance, is a
favourite food of First Nations on Turtle Island (North America) and all
Canadians.

The Aboriginal staff of life, bannock , is common to the diet of virtually all North
America’s first peoples. The European version of bannock originated in Scotland
and was made traditionally of oatmeal. The bannock of Aboriginal people was
made of corn and nut meal, and flour made from ground plant bulbs. There were
many regional variations of bannock that included different types of flour, and the
addition of dried or fresh fruit. Traditionally, First Nation groups cooked their
bannock by various methods. Some rolled the dough in sand then pit-cooked it.



When it was done, they brushed the sand off and ate the bread. Some groups
baked the bannock in clay or rock ovens. Other groups wrapped the dough
around a green, hardwood stick and toasted it over an open fire. Pioneers may
have introduced leavened breads to the Aboriginal people. The use of leavened
breads spread and adapted from there. Pioneers also introduced cast-iron frying
pans that made cooking bannock quicker and easier. Today, bannock is most
often deep-fried, pan-fried and oven-baked. Bannock is one of the most popular
and widespread native foods served at pow-wows, Indian cowboy rodeos,
festivals, and family gatherings.

In precontact times, bannock was made from natural substances gathered from
the woods: flour from roots, natural leavening agents and sweet syrup made from
sap of trees. Elders have warned us that today’s reliance on “white foods” —
refined sugar and flour — are contributing to an overall decline in the health of the
people. While it would be impractical to return to the woods for all our
sustenance needs, it is possible to choose healthier alternatives. Try substituting
whole wheat flower and maple syrup or honey for sweeteners into the recipes for
a more natural taste.

Food is used here to remind us of some core human characteristics which all
cultures share, such as the love of food, our elders and children. We can help
build bridges and a brighter future by sharing a meal and by learning about
Native history. Unfortunately, most Canadians know little about the history of
colonization and its subsequent effects on First Nation’s cultures. This history
has dramatically shaped the events and issues faced by all Canadians today.
Regardless of the issues at hand such as the lack of treaties, disputes over
logging sacred mountains or the effects of cattle grazing on medicinal plant
gathering areas, there are usually two points of agreement:

1. First Nations and non-First Nations people are here to stay and;

2. Both parties prefer negotiation to litigation or confrontation. We can do our
children a favour by learning about the history of the current conflict over
rights to the land and celebrating some of our common interests, such as the
love of food.
